Marley Dias

At 11 years old, Marley Dias was frustrated
that most children’s books she saw were not
culturally diverse. That’s why she decided to
launch the #1000BlackGirlBooks Twitter
campaign to collect and donate books that
would help Black girls feel seen.

Marley was able to donate more than 9,000
books through the program, and at
the 2017 Forbes’ Women Summit, she said
of her experience, “I'm working to create a
space where it feels easy to include and
imagine Black girls and make Black girls like
me the main characters of our lives.”
